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Imagine Concert Returns to Springfield
Springfield, MO – Local musician and promoter Alan Pierson is pleased to announce the upcoming 2010 Imagine concert will be held at 7 pm on Wednesday, December 8, at downtown Springfield's Gillioz Theater. Tickets for the event are on sale now and reserved seats are $12 for adults and $10 for children, students, and seniors. 

The Imagine concert, held on the anniversary of John Lennon’s death, has become a Springfield tradition and features local musicians performing Lennon's music. Proceeds from this year’s event will be donated to Women in Need of the Ozarks (WIN), an organization that “helps single, working women not receiving any other form of public assistance.” WIN offers one-time assistance in a crisis when there is no other means of support. 

Ron and Kirsten Butler and other local musicians originally organized the Imagine concert in 1985. Yoko Ono not only granted permission to use John Lennon's likeness, but also matched the funds raised. The concert was so popular, it was held every year through 2003, and during that time Ono donated over $45,000. When Pierson brought the event back in 2009, the response was tremendous and with Ono's matching funds, raised over $12,000.

“Last year's event was beyond belief. So many people came out to enjoy the music of John Lennon, the talent of a lot of wonderful, local musicians, and help out struggling women throughout the Ozarks,” Pierson says. “This year we hope to rival the success of last year and with a line-up as diverse as we have already, I don't see how we can not make that happen.”

This year's performers include The Detectives, North Decade, Jenny Vinyard, Dale McCoy, Brother Wiley, Big Beat Club, Silver Hammer Band, Cindy Woolf, Cornbelt Chorus, Truett and the Traitors, Ghost Dance, and The Skeletons.
